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Organizing a Clinic with Mandy Pretty
   Drawing the philosophies of the Tellington TTouch Method, Connected Riding, and the Surefoot Equine Stability Program, Mandy is available to teach 2 to 5 day long workshops, suited to all breeds, disciplines, and abilities.  These methods look at classical principles of horsemanship with a modern understanding of horse and rider biomechanics and psychology.  Clinics focus on the overall improvement of horse & rider communication, performance, and confidence in a quiet, effective, and respectful manner.
   Clinics generally varying depending on the specific questions and interests of the group, and will cover, but are not limited to; recognizing correct biomechanics, identifying postural tendencies and bracing patterns in horse and rider, Tellington TTouch groundwork and bodywork (www.ttouch.ca ), Connected Groundwork, introductory Connected Riding (www.connectedriding.com ) principles, softening and suppling exercises under saddle; as well as discussion covering basic care such as saddle fit, alternative modalities, and dentistry if time permits.  

  If time and interest permits clinics may specifically cover topics such as trailer loading, riding bridle-less, handling foals, and free-work.  

  In Icelandic specific riding clinics; special attention will be paid to identifying and influencing the tölt, recognizing conformation, and understanding breed tendencies. 
  The format and material presented can be form to suit the specific needs and interests of the group and is flexible.  As there are many possibilities available please feel free to plan and discuss any ideas with Mandy.

Logistics:
     Generally any arena with decent footing is adequate for workshops.  If weather can be variable a covered workspace is preferred, even if it is only large enough for work between people (horse-less).   

     Access to poles is optimal, but not necessary unless the focus of the workshop is geared toward starting young horses, or specifically Tellinton TTouch ground exercises.  Tellington TTouch  clinics require at least 14 poles.  The addition of cones, plywood, and tarp-like materials are optimal.

     When organizing the clinic, participants should be advised to bring chairs, preferably with a hard seat.  Riders must wear approved helmets and footwear.  It should be noted that horses will not be engaged the entire day, so access to stalls or paddocks is preferred.
    Necessary tack and groundwork equipment is provided, with some usually offered for sale, as are some relevant books.
     Transportation usually consists of airfare from Kelowna, BC, Canada, to the most convenient airport, and airport transfer (pick-up).   In most cases the most economical option will be used.  Accommodation is usually in the organizers home, a hotel is not necessary, and meals should be provided.  
 Organizer Responsibilities:
  The clinic organizer is responsible for advertising and filling the workshop as well as the coordination and planning of Mandy’s travel arrangements from Kelowna and accommodations.   Advertising information and literature can be provided upon request.  Venue rentals, flights, accommodation, clinic fee, and any other incidental costs must be considered into the participant fee.
